Challenge:

This year's challenge will be "My Round Robin”. Normally a round robin guilt is
passed from one person to another for each "round” that is added. However, this
challenge quilt is made entirely by you. The rules are as follows:

1. Center: Your design-can be anything you like from a pieced block to a pre-
printed block to just a beautiful piece of focal fabric.

2. First Round: Your design, but must have "points” somewhere in this round.
3. Second Round: Your design, but must have "circles” of some sort.
4. Third Round: Your design, but must have "stripes”.

5. Fourth Round: Your design, but must have “curves”.



The challenge quilt can be ANY size or even a wearable art. There isn't a particular
fabric that must be used. You can add additional rounds, but the first four rounds
MUST follow the above rules. If you have any questions, please ask a board
member. Use your imagination! Prizes will be awarded for the top three choices.

Block of the Month

Don't forget to complete the proper slip of paper to get credit for your charity
items. Your block of the month donation earns you a charity slip. With that said,
here is our ninth block. You can make these blocks in ANY color, not just the color
shown.

Block-September Block (Makes a twelve and a half inch unfinished block)
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You will need:

Light: Eight-three and one half inch squares
Two-three and seven eighths inch squares

Dark: Four-three and one half inch squares
Two-three and seven eighths inch squares

Use the three and seven eighths inch squares to make the half square triangles.
Lay the block out. Sew in rows and sew the rows together to make the block. The
block should measure twelve and one half inches unfinished.

Tip of the Month:

Don't throw away the spindle you get when you purchase a pack of 50 or 100
CD's for your computer. Just pop a spool of thread on the spindle and start sewing.
The spindle makes a great thread holder.



Recipe of the Month (I had a few ladies send me recipes for some of our birthday
goodies-Thank-you so much. If you don't see your recipe here this month, stay
tuned, they will all be in future issues.)

Spinach Dip

1 package Knorr vegetable recipe mix 10 ounces frozen, chopped spinach,
thawed and squeezed dry
10 ounce sour cream 1 cup mayonnaise

Optional
8 ounces water chestnuts, drained and chopped 3 green onions, chopped

Mix all ingredients and chill. When ready to serve, cut the top off of a bread bowl, scoop out
bread and fill with dip mixture. The bread that was scooped out can be torn in pieces and
served with the dip or you can serve with crackers.
